Following a high level number of customer comments, THORPE PARK decided to take action to stamp out the pongy exhalations after more and more people were saying that their experience of their favourite rides, such as the Unholy Trinity of Stealth, Colossus and Nemesis Inferno, were being tarnished by the bad breath of fellow screaming riders. Garlic and cigarettes were revealed to be the most common odours causing the stink.
